Transport:  
The Jindabyne Holiday Park is situated directly across 
from Nuggets Crossing, Jindabyne town centre. 
Transport is available via private car. An accessible taxi 
service is available to be booked for transport in and 
around Jindabyne.  
 
Reception 
The reception area currently has 3 stairs to the entry therefore, prior arrangements to meet 
reception staff out the front can be made when booking or with a call on arrival. The staff are 
friendly and willing to assist if required. There are plans for creating a more accessible entry in 
the near future.  
 
There are no designated accessible parking spaces outside reception.  However, there is 
adequate room for parking within 50 metres of the reception entrance. The path of travel from the 
parking to reception is along smooth bitumen, however, it does cross the path of travel of 
vehicles entering or exiting the park. The reception area is well lit with clear signage.  
 
There is no handrail on the stairs. Currently the entry door is an inwards opening glass door with 
790mm minimum door width and lever handle at a height of 1240mm. Once inside the height of 
the counter is 1000mm high.

Accommodation 
 
Approach and Entry: 
 
From the reception area it is a drive around to the cabin. There is a carpark out the front of the 
cabin within 10m of the entrance. From the carpark there is a 10m ramp (gradient 5%) that is 
1020mm wide and has a handrail at 760mm height. There is a flat landing at the top of the ramp 
leading to the door. There is an outward opening screen door and inward opening wooden door. 
The minimum door width is 890mm and the door has a knob handle with a key lock at 1070mm. 
 

 
 
Dining/ Lounge/Kitchen Area: 
 
Inside the cabin there is adequate circulation space around 
the dining/kitchen/lounge area. The floor surface is 
linoleum. The light switches are at 1210mm height and the 
fan switch is at 1310mm height. The switches are located 
more than 500mm from internal corners. The television has 
a remote control. 
 
In the kitchen area the bench is 900mm height with no knee 
space. There is a small bar fridge and microwave under the 
bench top and a kettle, toaster and portable stove/grill/oven 
on top. The dining table is round pedestal style at a height 
of 700 mm with 670 mm knee space. 
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Bedroom: 
The main bedroom is located directly off the kitchen/dining/loungearea.  There is a second 
bedroom with a bunk bed. The entry to the bedroom is through a sliding door (minimum width 
860mm). The main bed is a double bed which is bolted to the floor. Beside the bed there is 
950mm on the right hand side and 350mm on the left hand side. The height of the bed is 550mm 
and there is 350mm space under the bed. The floor surface is linoleum and circulation space 
around the room is limited. The room is well lit and there are reading lights located on the wall 
above the bed. 
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Bathroom: 
The bathroom has a sliding door (minimum width 860mm) and adequate circulation space in the 
room. The shower has a hand held shower rose, star capstan taps at 1100mm height and no 
hobs or steps on entry. The shower has 2 horizontal grab rails, one is on the left of the shower 
taps at a height of 750mm, the other rail is to the right of the shower taps at a height of 650mm.  
 
The toilet is a right hand transfer with 1800mm space on the right and 200mm on the left 
between the toilet and the wall. The height of the seat is 400mm and the distance from the front 
of the seat to the rear is 650mm. The toilet has a side horizontal grab rail at 830mm height. There 
is no rear grab rail. The washbasin is 770mm height and 380mm depth with star capstan taps at 
900mm. The mirror is 1000mm at its lowest point. 
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Amenities Block: 
There are two accessible paths of travel to the amenities block. The first is about 5 metres on the 
left before the boom gates if you are coming from the carpark. There is a ramp that leads down to 
the female facilities. There is another ramp approximately 20 metres after the boom gates on the 
left that leads down to the male facilities and the laundry. Both ramps are 10 metres in length, 
gradient ranging from 4% to 10% and with a width of 1260 mm. The entry is flat through an 
830mm door which has a key lock and knob handle at 1020mm height. There is an accessible 
toilet and shower in both the male and female facilities.  
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Emergency: 
A documented emergency procedure is displayed on the door of each room. There is an audible 
alarm which will sound in the case of emergency and a warden will seek to evacuate guests to 
safe refuge. Exit from the site would be via the driveway.
