Transport:

Transport is available via private car or coach. The Transborder Alpinexpress bus takes you to
Lions memorial park in Berridale town centre which is approximately 400m from the winery. An
accessible taxi service is available from Jindabyne to be booked for transport.

Parking:
Currently there are no accessible car spaces in Berridale. There are, however, plenty of car
parking spaces on flat bitumen.

Entry:
Entry to the gallery is flat with a small 200mm long slight incline. The door is 860mm width with
a lever handle at a height of 1150mm. The door is easy to open with one hand.

Gallery:

The Ray Killen gallery has a tiled floor surface with adequate
circulation space between the displays (minimum 850mm). The
counter height is 760mm with no knee space.

Toilet:
The nearest accessible toilet is in the nearby High Life Café.

Emergency:
A documented emergency procedure is displayed. The alarm is
