Berridale Lions Memorial Park is located in Berridale
on the main highway through the town. The park is
opposite the café, gallery and local shops.

Transport:

Transport is available via private car or coach. The
Transborder Alpinexpress bus takes you to memorial
park. An accessible taxi service is available from
Jindabyne to be booked for transport.

Parking:
The park itself has no designed accessible car park spot. Parking is on compacted gravel
without lines. Access from parking lot is over gravel onto a grass surface.

Park Facilities:

There are four picnic tables, two of which are under cover on cement blocks. Access is over
grass, there are no pathways. There are sheltered areas along with two BBQs. The BBQ bench
height is 9500mm. There is also a children’s outdoor play gym area at the park.

Toilet:

There are public toilets located within the park. However, there are
no designed accessible disabled toilets. To access the toilet block,
there is a ramped path with 4% gradient and lip at door. The door
width to bathroom is 820mm.

There are 3 cubicles inside the bathroom each with a door width of
610mm, and these are push doors. The corridor between stalls is
1100mm. The cubicle is 1250mm x 1250mm. Space beside toilet is
500mm and 380mm. The toilet rear to front measures 720mm and is
420mm high. The washbasin is 820mm height with 730mm knee
space. The taps are capstan at 850mm height.
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
