Transport is available via private car. There is a bus service o wiansneiu. wansieia >pa
Retreat is about 600m from the centre of Mansfield. There is a local taxi service in
Mansfield.

Parking:
Parking is available at either reception or next to each unit on a gravel surface. Reception
has a ramp (16.1%) to the veranda. The units however only have steps to the front veranda.

Accommodation

The units have an open plan living and kitchen area. There are good door clearances and
generally good space throughout. The one bedroom units generally have a bit more space
than the two bedroom. The units also have separate bathroom and toilet.

The kitchen doesn’t have a stove or oven but has a
fridge and tea/coffee making facilities. There is a
microwave which is located on top of the fridge and
can be moved to the kitchen bench.

The beds are 670mm high which is a good height for
elderly visitors.

The spa has a single 450mm long grab rail to assist
entry. The edge of the spa is 300mm high and it is
780mm from the outside to the centre of the spa.

The shower is a standard 950 x 950mm corner H’l '
shower. The door to the shower is 530mm wide and f
is outward opening.

Emergency

There is a smoke detector which has visual alert as
well as the usual audio.

There are two entry/exit points in each cottage. Exit
from the site would be via the driveway.
